What Is CSEC?

CSEC is the Commercial Sexual Exploitation of a Child.
Other terms include: Sex Trafficking, Human Trafficking, Modern-Day slavery.

Sex Trafficking within the U.S is legally defined as commercial sex acts induced by force,
fraud, or coercion. Sex Trafficking is a form of Modern- Day Slavery that sexually exploifs
specific populations to profit or satisfy others despite the severe physical and psychological
consequences of the victims.

Human Trafficking is defined as modern day slavery using the use of force, fraud, or coercion
to obtain some type of forced labor, commercial sex act, or debt bondage. Trafficking by
definition, must include the transporting of victims from one place to another

The trafficker will then ask

victim to do things the victim
is uncomfortable with to
“break” them.

The trafficker establishes a
“no back talk” policy through
violence and threafts

This creates confrol over the
victim and a false sense of
loyalty

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Thomas Dart, the sheriff here, says that a basic problem is
that the public doesn’'t much sympathize with victims of
trafficking. He remembers his department once raiding @
dog-fighting operation to free pit bulls, and soon
afterward raiding a sex-trafficking operation to free girls
and women sold for sex. There was an outpouring of
sympathy for the pit pulls, he said, but some carping
about why the department was in the morals business and
worrying about sex.
